LENT COURSES 
 

On Monday Jan 27 the Bible study group started a new 
series of 6 Bible studies called a Passion for Christ.  As 
the name suggests this is in fact a course designed for 
Lent.  The blurb on the course says over six studies, 
 '“we will consider how, as followers of Christ, we can: “ 
 
 - share in the sufferings of Christ  
 - be a Church marked by love and holiness  
 - share the hope of the gospel  
 - shine the light of Christ's glory  
 - use suffering as a personal testimony  
 - give our lives as a living sacrifice to Christ' 
 
Anyone is welcome to join us for any or all of the 
studies.  We aren’t at all formal, or very intellectual, but 
we do manage to benefit from our time together 
and  enjoy ourselves as well, so do consider giving it a 
go.  
 
Alternatively, if you are interested in the course but aren’t 
able to come on a Monday morning, we could organise a 
group to meet during Lent at a convenient time for those 
interested.

Churches across the Diocese of Rochester are currently 
undertaking a comprehensive safeguarding review to 
establish that all known past cases of concern relating 
to church abuse have been considered and dealt with 
appropriately. 
 
If you are concerned about something you have 
experienced in a church, now or in the past, or you are 
worried about another person – perhaps a vulnerable 
adult or a child – there are people you can talk to and 
you will be taken seriously.
